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One of my favorite local
state parks is Andrew Mol-
era State Park. My husband
Ken and I spent our 34th
wedding anniversary hik-
ing at Andrew Molera on
Sept. 11th. It is a very popu-
lar park and the parking lot
was almost full. We hiked to
the ocean on the trail that
starts near the Discovery
Center. We were surprised
to see the large number peo-
ple at the beach. There was
a family group that had car-
ried their chairs and were
sitting around enjoying the
view and their friends. We
sat down on a beach near
the surf and watched two
surfers walked by with their
surfboards looking for a
good surf spot.

While we were there, the
Molera Trail rides came by.
I plan to go on a horse ride
to the beach next time I visit
the park. The cost for the
one hour beach ride is $40.
They also have morning

Andrew Molera is also a
great place to view wildlife.
On our hike, we watched
small fingerling steelhead
jump out of the river near
the beach. On our hike back
to the parking lot we came
across a two foot gopher
snake sunning himself on
the trail. 

Because of the excellent
birding at the park, the Ven-
tana Wildlife Society (VWS)
has their Discovery Center
and Bird Banding Lab there.
The center is open from 9 till
4 p.m. from Friday thru
Sunday. The VWS mission
is conserving native wildlife

and habitat. They recently
developed a new exhibit
"Bringing the Condors
Home". There is also a gift
shop where you can pick up
stuffed condors, VWS t-
shirts and hats. They give
programs to groups about

their bird banding program,
but you need to make a
reservation for that excellent
program. You can also
check out their website and
see some of the birds they
have studied such as a
MacGillivray's Warbler,
Northern Flickers and Vio-
let Green Swallows. They
have been studying birds at
Andrew Molera since 1992.

If you are interested in his-
tory, the Big Sur Historical
Society in partnership with
California State Parks opens
the Ranch House museum
to the public on Saturday
and Sunday from 11 till 3
p.m. when there is a volun-
teer available. Inside the
museum is a display about
Andrew Molera who the
park is named after. There
are also historical artifacts
and photos related to the
Big Sur history.
